Snoopy is an adorable 2 year old boy who has been receiving in-home Occupational Therapy 2x/week for 60 minutes each session through Achieve Beyond. Parent’s concerns include: Sensory processing, and speech delays. Occupational Therapy plan of care has been emphasized on skill acquisition in the area of deficits.
Present level of function: With regards to Snoopy’s sensory processing, the Infant Toddler Sensory Profile (ITSP) indicates that Snoopy is experiencing definite difference, an indication of definite sensory processing differences (i.e. auditory, visual, tactile, vestibular, and oral processing) that may have an impact on his organization of behavior. Per extensive observation, treatment sessions, and collaboration with mother, it does appear that Snoopy’s sensory processing is impacting his overall developmental ADL skills, fine/gross motor coordination, behavioral, language and social skills.  

Summary and Recommendations: Snoopy would benefit from a sensory-based remedial intervention approach. This involves using sensory and motor treatment activities and equipment, including engagement in activities that provide increased tactile and movement opportunities, such as suspended equipment (i.e. bolster, platform swing), tactile activities (i.e. brushes for Wilbarger protocol, vibration massagers), and activities that promote motor planning (i.e. completing obstacle courses) in a clinic setting. It is recommended that Snoopy change location of service to Clinic-based Occupational Therapy twice (2) a week for 60 minutes a session in order to utilize sensory equipment to ensure that he gets the most out of his Occupational Therapy sessions.

Snoopy is a 2 years old boy who receives in-home Occupational Therapy 1x/month for 60 minutes each session through Achieve Beyond. Parent’s concerns include:______________________________. Occupational Therapy plan of care has been emphasized on skill acquisition in the area of deficits.
Present level of function: Snoopy is currently performing fine motor skills at the level of a developing 9-11 month old child. He continues to have feeding/oral motor concerns. Expand therapy progress here: ___________________________). Snoopy’s mother actively participates in all therapy sessions, and she is always eager to learn new strategies and techniques to improve his overall development.  Overall, Snoopy has shown improvement and great potential in all areas addressed in therapy.
Summary and Recommendations: Snoopy has made significant progress and demonstrates excellent potential for growth, but will require increased frequency in order to achieve that potential. Therefore, it is highly recommended that Snoopy increase Occupational Therapy services from one (1) time a week to two (2) times per week for 60 minutes each session, at which point he will be re-evaluated.
