	PURPOSE OF REFERRAL 
Parents were concerned that Cain was having some difficulty in producing some of his sounds.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Cain is currently a first grade student at Olita Elementary school. He is in the first grade . He lives at home with his mom, dad and older sister. English is the primary language that is spoken in the home.
Cain was born as the result of a normal pregnancy. He was reported to have frequent colds, the flu and a head injury as a child. When mom was asked further about his head injury, she stated that they took him to the emergency room and he was released, with no further difficulties as a result of his injury. He is a healthy child. He met all  of  his developmental milestones at the expected ages.
CLIENT’S STRENGTHS
Cain does very well in school. His favorite subject is math. He enjoys playing with his friends, playing and playing video games. He is always willing to try new activities.
CLIENT’S AREAS OF NEED

Mom is concerned about his pronunciation of certain sounds. She states that he easily gets frustrated, is impulsive at times and can be stubborn. This was observed in the first 10 minutes of testing when Cain refused to cooperate with the testing. He crawled up under a chair and kept stating that he did not want to be here, and he was not going to take the test. He eventually cooperated after the clinician reasoned with him that it would not take too long, then he can leave and go meet with his friend.
OBSERVATIONS AND TESTING 

(How does it affect functional performance in the home, school, community)

A. Expressive Language

C. Oral-Motor Structures and Mechanism
Informal observation revealed that all structures are intact for speech production.
D. Speech/Articulation
The Goldman Fristoe Test of Articulation, Second Edition, GFTA-2, was administered to Cain to assess his articulation of English consonant sounds in words, and in words in sentences. Results of testing are as follows:

Standard Score: 93

Percentile Rank: 13

Test Age Equivalent: 4-9

Cain had difficulties producing both the /s/ and  /z/ sounds in all positions of  words. He also had difficulties producing these sounds in the sounds in sentences and in when observed in conversation with his mom. Mom initially stated that she thought he was having problems with /l/ , /r/, /f/  and /th/, but there was no evidence of this in his articulation in this assessment. Stimulability testing also revealed no misarticulations on the above mentioned sounds. He was not stimulable for either the /s/ or /z/ sound. Stimulability is when a model of the sound is given the child will produce the sound correctly from the model. 
SHORT-TERM GOALS
Short Term Goals to be Addressed

Treatment Strategies

Performance Components Addressed

Given a picture stimulus, Cain will produce the /s/ sound in isolation with initial instruction, models and cues, then in syllables, words in all word posiitons, phrases, sentences, reading in paragraphs and conversation with 80% accuracy with minimum to moderate cues over 2 consecutive sessions. Models and cues to be reduced as he goes up in the hierarchy to conversation.
It would be a very important component of therapy to have Cain engage in an activity that he enjoys, whether it be a game from home or a game from therapy as he has demonstrated initial hostility about attending therapy.
Articulation of the /s/ sound to 80% accuracy, then to articulation of the /z/ sound at the same levels up to conversation.
RECOMMENDED GOALS
The following goal(s) are based on evaluation results and current level of functioning. Goals are to be completed sequentially as Cain progresses.
1. Cain will produce the /s/ sound in isolation, syllables with initial instruction with 80% accuracy with minimal to moderate cues.
2. Cain will produce the /s/ sound in all positions of words with 80% accuracy with initial models and maximal cue, then faded to minimal cues.
3. Cain will produce the /z/ sound in all positions of words with 80% accuracy with initial models and maximal cues, then faded to minimal cues.
4. Cain will produce the /s/ and  /z/ sounds at the phrase and sentence level with 80% accuracy with moderate cues.

5. Cain will produce the /s/ and /z/ sound in reading paragraphs and in conversation with 80% accuracy with minimal cues
PLAN OF TREATMENT 

Cain  will benefit from Speech Therapy two times a month in the clinic with caregiver follow through on recommended activities and strategies. 

Snoopy will benefit from Speech Therapy 2 times a month in the clinic with a review of progress in six (6) months to determine if further therapy is needed; totaling out to 26 therapy sessions or 52 therapy sessions. Parent involvement and education is a key component of the ST program. Parent(s) are required to actively participate in a minimum of 50% of each session. 

Criteria for discharge: When goals have been met and as agreed upon by family and physician.
