	PURPOSE OF REFERRAL
Anna Marie was referred for a speech and language evaluation to assess present levels of receptive and expressive language skills, phonological development, and social/pragmatic skills, in order to 
determine a need for speech and language services.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Anna is a 2 year 7 month old female. She is the product of a full term, uneventful pregnancy. 

Developmental milestones were as follows: babbled at 4 months, sat alone at 6 months, walked at 13 months, and said first words at 12 months. Ms. Marie reported that Anna is working on toilet 

training and she is not yet putting 2 words together.

Anna lives with her mother, step-father and maternal grandmother, and younger sibling, 7 months. English is the primary language spoken in the home. Anna’s biological father is deceased. There is a family history of speech delays, epilepsy and ADHD on the father’s side. Ms. Marie reported that Anna is in overall good health. She experienced chronic ear infections, for which she had PE 

(pressure equalizer) tubes put in, in November 2015.
Per mother’s report, Anna was diagnosed with Autism in April 2015 by a child developmental 

specialist in Texas. Prior to moving to California, Anna was receiving speech therapy and 

occupational therapy services in Texas. Additionally, she was receiving Early Childhood Intervention services.

CLIENT’S STRENGTHS

Anna is a sweet 2 year old girl. She established eye contact upon greeting the examiner; however, it was fleeting. When prompted, she is able to wave hi/bye. Anna demonstrated appropriate functional and relational play skills. Per parent report and observation, pretend-play and self-directed play skills 

are emerging. Anna’s mother reported that Anna enjoys playing with older kids, but she tends to keep to herself or play near peers, rather than with them. Parents reported that Anna verbalizes 

“mom”; however it is inconsistent. Ms. Marie reported that Anna uses gestures/signs to 
communicate her wants and needs.

CLIENT’S AREAS OF NEED
Per parent report, Anna’s primary means of communication is dragging parents to what she wants, and the occasional use of signs. Ms. Marie reported that signs that Anna uses most frequently are 

‘thank you’, ‘more’, ‘all done’ and ‘give me’. Parents are working on ‘potty’ and ‘eat’. Per 
observation, Anna uses signs with moderate verbal and visual prompts. Ms. Marie reported that 
Anna gets frustrated with her inability to communicate her wants and needs. 
Anna’s receptive and expressive language skills, phonological development, and social/pragmatic 

language skills are significantly delayed for her chronological age.
OBSERVATIONS AND TESTING 
The Preschool-Language Scale-5th Edition (PLS-5) was administered. It assesses both Auditory Comprehension and Expressive Communication. This test is designed to examine a child’s level of language understanding as well as expressive communication strengths and difficulties. The total language 
score is a representative average of the child’s performance on the Auditory Comprehension and 
Expressive Communication subtests.

A. Receptive Language
According to the Auditory Comprehension subtest of the PLS-5, Anna is

Able to: respond to an inhibitory word (e.g., No), understand a specific word or phrase without 
the use of gestural cues, demonstrate functional play, demonstrate relational play, and follow 
routine, familiar directions with gestural cues. 

Unable to: demonstrate self-directed play, identify familiar objects from a group of objects 
without gestural cues, identify photographs of familiar objects, follow commands with gestural 
cues, identify basic body parts, identify things you wear, and understand the verbs eat, drink and
 sleep in context.

B. Expressive Language
According to the Expressive Communication subtest of the PLS-5, Anna is

Able to: use a representational (symbolic) gesture, use at least one word, produce syllable strings 

(two to three syllables) with inflection similar to adult speech (reportedly), and participate in a 

play routine with another person for at least 1 minute while using appropriate eye contact 

(reportedly). 
Unable to: imitate a word, produce different types of consonant vowel (CV) combinations, initiate a turn taking game or social routine, use at least 5 words, use gestures and vocalizations to request objects, and demonstrate joint attention.
C. Oral-Motor Structures and Mechanism

An informal observation of the structure and function of Anna’s articulators including the lips, tongue, jaw, hard palate and soft palate indicated that structure and function appeared to be within normal limits for appropriate speech production.
D. Speech/Articulation

Anna’s phonemic inventory could not be assessed due to limited verbal output. Parents reported that Anna says approximately 3 words.

RECOMMENDED GOALS
The following goal(s) are based on evaluation results and current level of functioning.

1. Anna will demonstrate joint attention skills for up to 1 minute while engaged in play with another person in 8 out of 10 opportunities, given moderate verbal, visual, and tactile cues.

2. Anna will produce (via imitation) early developing phonemes /p,b,m,w/ in CV-CVC combinations with 60% accuracy, given moderate verbal, visual and tactile cues.

3. Anna will use signs/verbal approximations/verbalizations to communicate her wants/needs in 8 out of 10 opportunities, given moderate verbal, visual, and tactile cues.
4. Anna will receptively identify 20 common nouns and 10 verbs, with 80% accuracy, given moderate verbal, and visual cues.
5. Anna will follow routine 1-2 step directions, with 80% accuracy, given moderate verbal, visual, and tactile cues.
PLAN OF TREATMENT 

Anna will benefit from Speech Therapy two times per week in the clinic with a review of progress in six (6) months to determine if further therapy is needed; totaling out to 52 sessions. Parent involvement and education is a key component of the ST program. Parent(s) are required to actively participate in a minimum of 50% of each session. 

Criteria for discharge: When goals have been met and as agreed upon by family and physician.
