PURPOSE OF RE-EVALUATION
Arthur has received clinic-based speech therapy one time per week for 60 minutes since August 2014. Arthur’s attendance has been consistent.

PROGRESS ON SHORT-TERM GOALS
Goal #1: Given visual/tactile and or verbal stimuli Arthur will answer age appropriate “wh”
questions with 80% accuracy as measured by observation.

GOAL NEEDS TO BE REVISED Comment: Arthur is showing progress in his ability to answer “wh” questions when provided with

maximum visual/gestural support. After being shown visual picture cards that depict who, what and where, Arthur is able to provide accurate answers 70% of the time.

Goal #2: When presented with (4) category labels (i.e. animals, toys, food, clothes, etc), Arthur will sort objects/pictures into categories with 80% accuracy for 4 consecutive sessions. Progress:

Comment: Arthur has shown tremendous progress in categorizing vocabulary between items found in the home versus items found in his lunch. When provided with moderate gestural prompts Arthur successfully categorizes visual/tactile stimuli in 60% of the given opportunities over 4 consecutive sessions.

Goal #3: Arthur will demonstrate the use of noun + is verb +ing phrases (i.e., “The boy is swimming”) when presented with visual/tactile picture stimuli with 80% accuracy in 4 consecutive sessions.
Progress:      MET         PARTIALLY MET         NOT MET         GOAL NEEDS TO BE REVISED Comment: When provided with visual/tactile stimuli Arthur responds with full phrases containing use of noun+ is verb + ing phrasing. When Arthur is asked to produce full phrase with visual tactile prompt he is showing great progress. While he has shown an ability to produce the full phrase he is inconsistent in displaying skill.

PROGRESS ON LONG-TERM GOALS
Goal #1: Given visual/tactile and or verbal stimuli Arthur will correctly use the morphological marker plural -s in sentences during structured activities with 80% accuracy as measured by
observation.

GOAL NEEDS TO BE REVISED Comment: Arthur is now producing the morphological marker plural –s with 70% accuracy when provided with maximum modeled prompt.

Goal #2: Arthur will initiate a greeting when beginning session with clinic therapist over 3 consecutive sessions.

Comment: When Arthur first sees therapist at the start of session eye contact is made. Arthur will often wait to greet until therapist waves his hand in a “hello” gesture. Arthur has shown an ability to independently greet therapist however he is still dependent on modeled prompt.

CURRENT LEVEL OF PERFORMANCE A.  Expressive language
Arthur is able to name a variety of pictures, comment on items he sees and answer “wh” questions however he continues to primarily use single word responses. When provided with prompting Arthur expands his responses by stating “I want..” “I see…” ‘I feel…”. Arthur continues to experience difficulty in his expressive speech due to his limited expansion of language. While Arthur is continuously exposed to expanded language he requires maximum modeled prompt to engage in expanded language. Arthur has demonstrated the use of the

following  markers  based  on  his  limited  language  sample  gathered  during  his  evaluation;

present progressive, regular past tense marker, articles, possessive pronoun, and prepositions.

B.  Receptive Language
Arthur is able to follow two step commands (push your chair in and turn off the light), point to objects in pictures and identify basic body parts (i.e., eyes, nose head, ears). He displays difficulty  engaging  in  pretend  play,  understanding  gender  pronouns  and  understanding negative concepts (i.e., show me the empty milk jug).

C.  Oral-motor structures and mechanism
Arthur’s oral-motor structures appear appropriate for speech production at this time. Not an area of concern.

D.  Speech/Articulation
Arthur is able to produce all developmentally appropriate sounds and will imitate all use of sounds in full words and sentences. Phonetic accuracy is maintained across words, phrases and sentences. Arthur’s overall articulation skills and phonological skills are considered to be within normal limits for his chronological age.

RECOMMENDED NEW GOALS
The following goal(s) are based on current level of functioning.


No new goals are recommended at this time.

PLAN OF TREATMENT
Arthur has made progress and demonstrates excellent potential for growth, but will require continued frequency  in  order  to  achieve  that  potential.  Based  on  the  progress  reflected,  it  is  strongly
recommended that Arthur continue Speech Therapy services one (1) time a week in the clinic with a review of progress in six (6) months to determine if further therapy is needed; totaling out to 26 sessions. Parent involvement and education is a key component of the ST program. Parent(s)

are required to actively participate in a minimum of 50% of each session

Criteria for discharge: When goals have been met and as agreed upon by family and physician.
