	REASON FOR REFERRAL:
Pamela is a 31 month-old-girl who was referred for in-home speech-language services to address delays in her basic communication skills. Her initial speech-language assessment indicated that Pamela presented with mil to moderately delayed in her receptive language and with significant delays in her expressive language development. Pamela identifies four body parts and clothing items on self, chooses five familiar objects upon request, identifies pictures when named, and she follows simple commands. Pamela says or imitates eight to ten words spontaneously, shakes head “no”, names one object frequently, imitates new words spontaneously, combines vocalization and gesture to obtain a desired item, uses true words within jargon-like utterances, and produces three animal sounds.
Pamela was 25 months old at the time of her evaluation on 7/29/15, but was functioning at the 18-21 months level for receptive language, and she was functioning at the 12-15 months level for expressive language skills. 


	HEALTH, DEVELOPMENTAL AND/OR MEDICAL FINDINGS:
Ms. Isley was 39 year old Hispanic female who started prenatal care 10 weeks gestation. She is Gravida 5 Para 3. Ms. Isley took prenatal vitamins throughout the pregnancy. At 32 weeks gestation, she developed gestational diabetes that was controlled with a special diet only. She experienced pre-term labor at 35 weeks gestation and was admitted for delivery. Ultrasound exams and test were normal with no indication of Down Syndrome. Ms. Isley declined amniocentesis. 
Pamela was born on June 19th, 2013 at White Memorial Medical Center located in Los Angeles, CA . She was born pre-term at 35 weeks gestation via spontaneous vaginal delivery.  Ms. Isley reported that Pamela was admitted into the NICU due to prematurity and concerns with meconium aspiration. She was also told that blood work would be done due to Down Syndrome features. She was treated with antibiotics and on 6/23/13; they were informed of the confirmation of Trisomy 21 based on chromosome analysis. She remained in the NICU for 7 days. She was discharged home in good health. She did not require the use of any medical equipment or medications for home.  She passed her newborn hearing test. Pamela is currently in good health. Ms. Isley does not have any concerns regarding Pamela’s hearing or vision at this time. Her developmental milestones were not reported. 


	FAMILY/SOCIAL BACKGROUND:
Pamela lives with her mother, father and older siblings in a back house located in the city of Los Angeles. Family lives within the Los Angeles Unified School District area. 


	LANGUAGE BACKGROUND:
Spanish is the primary language spoken in the home.


	PREVIOUS SPEECH-LANGUAGE GOALS AND PROGRESS:
Baseline: Pamela produces consonant sounds /p, m, b, d, t, n, k, sh, /

Goal #1: Pamela will produce age appropriate sounds /p, m, b, t, d, n, k, g, h/ in one/two syllable words given models.

Comment: Pamela occasionally produces syllables (pah-pah,  mah, bah, “no”) and words as “acá”/here, “oto”/otro/other, “cae”/ fall down, 
Baseline: Pamela uses approximately over 10 + meaningful words/word approximations in her utterances. 

Goal #2: Pamela will increase his vocabulary to over 50+ words.

Comment: Pamela just uses gestures for responding Where/who/what questions. Seldom uses word approximation.

Comment: Pamela is starting to identify some animals, vehicles, parts of the body (foot, hand, eyes, mouth, nose), food , clothing (shoes, pants, shirt), places (house, park), toys, furniture (bed, chair),  actions (go, run, jump, eat, sleep, close ), prepositions (up, down).


	BEHAVIORS/PLAY SKILLS:

Pamela engaged in varied activities with clinician. She has been cooperative and participated in therapy sessions with minimal assistance and she is able to follow turn-talking rules. She has good eye contact and he is able to communicate with intent.  Based on informal observations and The Rossetti Infant-Toddler Language Scale, Pamela’s puts away toys on request, attempts to repair broken toys, and stacks and assembles toys and objects, chooses toys selectively, and uses most toys appropriately.


	LANGUAGE SKILLS:

The Rossetti Infant-Toddler Scale was used to determine her levels of language development.

A. Receptive Language: (21-24 months level) 
According to the Rossetti Infant-Toddler Scale, Pamela is functioning at the21-24 months level with emerging skills at the 24-27 months level as she completed 2 out of 3. Emerging skills were noted at the 30 -33 months level as she completed 2 out of 4 items.  Pamela chooses one object from a group of five upon verbal request, follows novel commands, follows a two-step related command, understands new word rapidly, point to four action words in pictures, recognizes family member names, and understands the concept of one.  However, she does not understand size concepts. She currently presents with a mild to moderately delay in the area of receptive language development. 
B. Expressive Language: (12-15 months level)
The result from the Rossetti Infant-Toddler Scale indicated that Pamela’s expressive language skills are focused on the12-15 months level with emerging skills were note at the 15-18 months level as she completed out of 7 items. Pamela shake head “no”,  says 15 meaningful words (“acá/here”, “pez”/fish, “cae”/fall down, má/más/more, “shoe”, “ball”, “oto”/other, “no”, “bye”, “juice”, “bebe/baby, “teta”/baby bottle, choo/train sound ,” po qué”/porqué ),  names one object frequently, varies pitch when vocalizing, imitates new words spontaneously, combines vocalization and gesture to obtain a desired object, uses true words within jargon-like utterances, imitates three animal sounds, wakes with a communicative call, sings independently, takes turns vocalizing with children, expresses early developing modifiers, asks to have needs met, uses consonants such as t, d, n, and h, imitates words overheard in conversation, and asks for “more”.  However, she does not talk rather than uses gestures, she does not asks “what’s that?”, and she does not names five to seven familiar objects upon request. She currently presents with a significant delay in the area of expressive language development. 



	ORAL-MOTOR/SPEECH SKILLS:

A. Oral-Motor Structures and Mechanism: 
An informal oral-motor examination revealed that Pamela’s oral structures and functions appear adequate for speech and non-speech purposes. There were no concerns reported with her feeding and swallowing. 
B. Speech/Articulation: 
Pamela’s phonetic inventory has been increased, but still limited.  She produces the consonants sounds/p/, /b/, /m/, /t/, /d/ n/, /k/,/sh/, /h/, he produces syllables sounds spontaneously (pah, mah, tah, bah, kah, noh dah), but demonstrates difficulty imitating new words. Her speech intelligibility is judged to be moderately delayed for her age. Pamela is stimulable for improvement after modeling and/or with visual, tactile and auditory cues.


	SUMMARY/RECOMMENDATIONS: 
Pamela is a 31-month-old sweet little girl who has been receiving speech-language therapy for approximately 3 months due to mild to moderately delayed in her receptive language, and her significantly delayed in her expressive language development. The sessions have been emphasized on increasing expressive vocabulary words and speech production training. Pamela has made slow progress towards her goals. Currently, she presents with mild to moderately delay in receptive language, and severe delays in expressive language development. According to the Rossetti Infant-Toddler Scale and clinical observation, receptively she is considered to be functioning at the 21-24 months level with emerging skills at the 24-27 months level, and expressively, she is considered to be functioning at the 12-15 months level with emerging skill at the 15-18 months level. Therefore, it is strongly recommended that Pamela receive:

· Continued speech and language therapy to address her delays in receptive and expressive language development.


RECOMMENDED SPEECH THERAPY GOALS:
Baseline: Pamela uses approximately over 15 + meaningful words/word approximations in her utterances. 

Goal #1: Pamela will increase her vocabulary to over 100 + words. 

Baseline: Pamela produces 1 word utterance spontaneously occasionally. 

Goal #2: Pamela will use 2/3-word phrases consistently.
Baseline: Pamelais able follow two-step commands consistently.
Goal #4: Pamela will follow unrelated commands consistently.
Baseline: Pamela does not respond to who/what/where question using one word.

Goal #5: Pamela will respond to What/Who/Where question using one-two words with accuracy.
