	REASON FOR REFERRAL:
Scott is a 31 month-old-boy, who was referred for in-home speech-language services to address delays in his basic communication skills. His initial speech-language assessment indicated that Scott presented with moderately delayed in his expressive language development s, and he is within normal limits in his receptive language. Scott followed novel directions without cues inconsistently; he used symbolic gestures, such as waving bye-bye and clapping. He was relatively quiet during the evaluation, with the exception of a new isolated vowels and monosyllabic productions. Scott did not yet combine gestures and vocalizations to make requests.  Scott was 29 months old at the time of his evaluation on 1/27/2015, but his receptive language was functioning at the 20 months age, and expressive language was functioning at the 12 month range.


	HEALTH, DEVELOPMENTAL AND/OR MEDICAL FINDINGS:

Ms. Summers is 26 years old and gravida 2 para 2. She started prenatal care in the first month of pregnancy. She reports a good pregnancy with no complications or illnesses.

Scott was born a term via vaginal delivery at White Memorial Medical Center. He was healthy at birth with no complications. He was discharged home after two days. At 4-5 months of age, Scott received physical therapy services at White Memorial Medical Center for two months for probable torticollis. He has been in good general health with no serious medical issues. He has not been hospitalized or seizures. He does not take any medications and has no known allergies. Ms. Summers reports no concerns regarding hearing or vision. According to the parents, Scott his developmental milestones as follows: he walked at 14 months and said first words by 12 months old. Scott is not yet producing any two-word phrases.


	FAMILY/SOCIAL BACKGROUND:
Scott resides with his mother, 5 years old brother and extend maternal family in Los Angeles. Scott has regular visits with his father. 

Scott’s 5 year old brother received speech services from age 2 ½ to age 5 through the Early Start Program and then the school district. He also has a maternal cousin who is an Early Start client due to medical complications surrounding birth.


	LANGUAGE BACKGROUND:
Spanish is the primary language spoken at home. 


	PREVIOUS SPEECH-LANGUAGE GOALS AND PROGRESS:
Baseline: Scott produces vowel /ah/, /eh/, /ee/, oh/, /oo/ and consonant sounds / p, t , k, sh/.

Goal #1:  Scott will produce age appropriate sounds /p, m, b, t, d, n, sh, k, g, h/ in one/two syllable words given models.

Comment: Scott produces syllables, seldom repeat the syllables, he has difficulty to use words of two syllables. 
Baseline: Scott uses approximately   2/3 meaningful words/word approximations in his utterances.

Comment: Scott usually uses syllables to communicate his needs or wants. Seldom he do repetition of syllables (pahpah, mahmah, behbeh).
Baseline: Scott is able to follow 2-step related commands inconsistently.
Goal #4: Scott will follow unrelated commands without gestural cues.

Comment: Scott usually needs gestural cues to follow unrelated commands.


	BEHAVIORS/PLAY SKILLS:

Scott has been cooperative and participated in therapy sessions with minimal assistance and he is able to follow turn-talking rules. Occasionally, he wants to do things on his own term. He has good eye contact, but he is not able to communicate with intent.  Based on informal observations and The Rossetti Infant-Toddler Language Scale, Scott’s play development is within normal limits at 27- 30 month range: he demonstrates parallel play with other children, talks more in play around other children, and shares toys with other children.
LANGUAGE SKILLS:

The Rossetti Infant-Toddler Scale was used to determine his levels of language development.

A. Receptive Language: (24-27 months level) 

According to the Rossetti Infant-Toddler Scale, Scott is functioning at the 24-27 months level. Emerging skills were noted at the 27 -30 months level as he completed 2 out of 3 items. He points to four actions words in pictures, recognizes family member names, understands the concept of one, understands size concepts, responds to simple questions, and understands location phrases.  However, he does not identify four objects by function.  Scott’s receptive language skills appear mildy delayed at this time.  
B. Expressive Language: (12-15months level)

The result from the Rossetti Infant-Toddler Scale indicated that Scott’s expressive language skills are focused on the 12-15 months old level with scattered skills up to the 15-18 months level. Scott shakes head “no”, says eight to ten words spontaneously ( “abua”/agua/water, “pahpah”, “mahmah”, “behbeh”/baby,  “apple”, “ball”,  “juice”,  “kah”/car, “eesh”/fish), names one object frequently, varies pitch when vocalizing, imitates new words spontaneously, combines vocalization and gesture to obtain a desired object, uses true words within jargon-like utterances, imitates three animal sounds, wakes with a communicative call, signs independently, takes turns vocalizing with children, expresses early developing modifiers, uses consonants such as t, d, n, and h, and ask for “more”.  However, he does not say 15 meaningful words, he does not talk rather than uses gestures, he does not imitate words overheard in conversation, he does not asks “what’s that?, and he does not names five to seven familiar objects upon request.
Scott’s expressive language skills appear to be significantly delayed at this time. 



	ORAL-MOTOR/SPEECH SKILLS:

· Oral-Motor Structures and Mechanism: 

An informal oral-motor examination revealed that Scott’s oral structures and functions appear adequate for speech and non-speech purposes. Scott occasionally drools and is also observed by the clinician each session. Scott imitates gross oral movements including “open your mouth,” “stick out your tongue,” “bite your lip,” and “blow slow.” There were no concerns reported with his feeding and swallowing. 

· Speech/Articulation: 

Scott’s phonetic inventory has been increased. Scott’s phonetic repertoire appears no adequate for age-expectancy. He produces vowels (ah, eh, ee, oh, oo), some diphthongs (au, ai, a), and the consonants /p, m,b, t , d, ,sh, k, /. Production of different consonant-vowel combinations is limited as his spontaneous words typically consist of CV, VC, VCV and CVCV (e.g., “tuh”, “cah”, “eesh”, “apple”,“papa”). His speech intelligibility is reduced due to the use of phonological processes. These developmental errors that should be disappearing by age three were stimulable during word imitation task. Scott’s speech skills appear severely delayed at this time.
SUMMARY/RECOMMENDATIONS: 

Scott is a 29 month-old-boy,  who has been receiving in-home speech and language therapy for approximately 9 months due to a significantly delay in expressive language development. Scott has made low progress towards his goals by follow unrelated commands occasionally and producing two words utterances spontaneously. He presents mildly delayed in receptive language and significantly delays in expressive language development.  Therefore, it is strongly recommended that Scott receive:

· Continued speech and language therapy to address his delays in receptive and expressive  

            Language development.

· Increase in-home speech and language therapy frequency from 1x/week  to 2x/week for 60 minutes in a structured individualized speech therapy.

RECOMMENDED SPEECH THERAPY GOALS:
Baseline: Scott produces vowel /ah/, /eh/, /ee/, oh/, /oo/ and age appropriate sounds /p, m, b, t, d, n, k, g, h/ in one syllable

Goal #1:  Scott will produce age appropriate sounds /p, m, b, t, d, n, k, g, h/ in one/two syllable words given models.
Baseline: Scott uses approximately   10 meaningful words/word approximations in his utterances. 

Goal #2: Scott will increase his vocabulary to over 80+ words. 

Baseline: Scott usually produces syllables/word utterances inconsistently. 

Goal #3: Scott will use syllable/word utterances consistently.
Baseline: Scott is able to follow unrelated commands with gestural cues.
Goal #4: Scott will follow unrelated commands without gestural cues. 
Baseline: Scott does not respond to who/what/where question using one word.

Goal #5: Scott will respond to What/Who/Where question using one-two words with accuracy.
