He is able to label, identify and match 6 colors with 80% success. Jack identifies and labels four shapes and enjoys identifying the letters of the alphabet however tends to have difficulty when letters are not in order. He understands the concept of big/little, hot/cold with minimum visual prompts, counts up to 10 objects by pointing and follows simple step commands with minimal redirection or motivation. Jack has difficulty focusing his attention on a structured task or group activity as he becomes easily distracted by his environment. Services have been discharged as family has decided to move out of the New York area. Teacher made materials, student work and observations have been the methods used for evaluation.
