Summary of Progress:

During family training, CHILD's parents report that CHILD is continuing to show progress in language development. They report he is speaking in longer and more complex sentences in Greek as well as saying phrases in English. He is asking for assistance in a variety of situations when needed as well as asking for desired actions or items. 

His parents report that the strategy for working through the fear of "the loud room" at the mall by preparing CHILD before going in has worked and he is no longer scared.  They verbalize where they are going as well as what they are doing when they get there.  This preparation helps ease CHILD’s anxiety. 
Parents also report that CHILD does not like to mix toys. For example he will only play with dinosaurs or with blocks not dinosaurs and blocks at the same time.  It was suggested that they model how he can integrate the toys and utilize them all together then they can be separated when they are cleaned up. 

CHILD is doing well feeding himself, but food variety continues to remain limited.  CHILD prefers foods that are smooth in texture and refuses to try new foods when offered by parents. It was suggested to continue to offer new foods without making it aversive as he is trying new foods in school when not pressured.  
Conclusions & Recommendations:
Although significant progress has been made towards each of the goals, there is room for improvement as they are not mastered at this time.  Therefore it is recommended that services continue.
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
